MESSAGE “DO NOT BE STAGNANT”

Objects: A bottle of carbonated water (LLet me caution the user that depending upon
your particular set of circumstances, it may be more appropriate to use a tub to catch the
water as it may very likely spew out of the bottle in an uncontrolled manner. Having tested
it, I know that I have no trouble controlling its force with my thumb, but others may. The
carbonated water will do no more harm than tap water, but may be perceived as harmful.)

People, look at what I have brought with me today. This is carbonated water. That
means that this water in the bottle is just like any other water that you drink, except it is
under pressure--- like a soft drink.

Now, that means there are two ways to deal with it and get very different results. I
can open this bottle very carefully and just let it sit on the shelf. Do you know what would
happen? Nothing! It would not fizz and it would not explode. The bottle would just sit there
and the water eventually, after a very long time, would just dry up.

But, if I were to shake it up, and hold my thumb over the opening, there would be all
sorts of pressure.

Paul was telling Timothy that we are responsible for the Spitit of God within us in a
similar way. We can just do nothing. But we also can allow the Spirit to excite us.

End with a prayer: Thank You dear God for giving us Your Spirit. Let it guide us

and excite us. In Jesus’ name we pray, amen.
