Objects: A variety of ice cream scoops that are obviously different in the sizes of 
the scoops. 

Look at what I have here. Can any one tell me what I am holding in my hands? 
You on the front pews can easily see, but I may have to tell you in the back. 

These are ice cream scoops. 
Now everyone likes ice cream. Do you remember “I scream, you scream, we all 

scream for ice cream!” 
Yes, we all like ice cream. We have our favorite flavors. I like all kinds of ice 

cream flavors. I like ice cream sandwiches, and I like ice cream cones. I like ice cream 
sundaes and I like ice cream in a bowl. I just like ice cream. 

Now, I want you to look at these ice cream scoops a little more carefully. If 
someone were to serve you a bowl of ice cream, which of these scoops would you want 
them to use? 

Do you want them to use this little scoop or this big one? 
Yes, I know what you would want. You would want the server to use this big 

scoop. I would too. 
Think about all the times in life that we have to treat others that way ---- maybe 

not with ice cream ---- but in other ways of being kind.  
God wants us to treat them the way that we would like to be treated. We would 

want someone else to use a big scoop for us, so we should use a big scoop for them 
We would want others to treat us nicely, so we should treat others nicely. 
This was the way that Boaz treated Ruth. And because he was good to her, he was 

the kind of man that God loved. 
End with a prayer: Thank You dear God for showing us how You love all of us. 

Help us also to love others, and in that way be pleasing to You. In Jesus’ name we pray, 
amen.
