MESSAGE “Waiting for God”

(Object lesson: A family heirloom smalll enough to be held but large enough to be
seen. In my case it happens to be hammer that has been passed down through the
generations within the family.)

I know that this looks like a simple carpenters hammer to you. But actually it is a
very special hammer to my family. It has been in the Phillips family for about four
generations going back to at least 1882. Now I knew when I was a little boy about 8 years of
age that one day I would inherit this hammer. I knew that one day it would be mine. But it
was not until about 7 years ago that I actually got it. My father promised it to me more than
50 years ago, but I had to wait all that time in order to inherit it.

There are some things in life for which you just have to be patient and wait. One of
the things we sometimes have to wait for is God.

Abraham had to wait for God also. He lived a long time ago. He is called the Father
of our Faith. Actually Abraham was the father of three different faiths, Islam, Judaism and
Christianity.

God told Abraham that if he would obey God in all things, God would make his
family very large. His children and grandchildren would become so many that they would be
a nation. When God told hims this, Abraham was already very old. He did not have any
children. So Abraham began to wonder if God was wrong. The longer he waited for
children, the more Abraham worried about God keeping his promise.

But while Abraham worried, God knew what He was doing. In time, Abraham did
have a son, and that son had grandchildren and they had even more children.

God kept His promisse. Even though Abrhaham worried and waited, in time God
kept His promise.
