MESSAGE “Choose Your Friends Carefully”
(Object Lesson: an empty box that looks as though it could be usd for moving.)

Look what I have with me today. It looks like an empty box. And that is exactly what
I have brought with me today --- an empty box. But it is a special kind of box. This box is
made for moving. When you move you have to pack your belongings in a box like this and
take your goods with you --- your clothes, your books, your toys, everything that you own.

Abram and his nephew Lot moved. They came to a place and decided to settle down
There was so much land, they divided the land. But Lot made a mistake. As long as he was
around Abram things went well for him. As long as he was close to Abram, Lot was good
like Abram was. Abram was a good influence on Lot.

But when Lot went to his new home, he met with some bad people. Lot began to act
more like them than like Abram.

Sometimes it is the same way in our lives. If we stay around good people, we are
good like them. But when we are around bad people, we are not so good. That is why it is so
important for us to choose our friends carefully. The kind of people that we choose to be
with makes us the kind of person that we are.
