MESSAGE “What Will Happen If I...?”

(For this week’, I have brought a number of objects that will all work together to
make my point. Among them are a flashlight, a small hammer, a plastic horn, and a
rubber snake.)

Hey, | have some things here that | want to show you. | am going to show you and
bring them out one at a time and ask you a question.

Here is the first (the flash light). What happens if I turn this switch to on? (It gives
light.)

Now, here is the next (the horn). What happens if I blow in this end? (It toots.)

Here is the third one (the hammer). What happens if | hit something with this? (It
nails, hurts, etc.)

Here is the last object. (Rubber snake). What happens if | show you this? (People
scream.)

Now | showed all of these to you to make a point. That point is that for every
thing that can happen, there what we call a consequence.

If we do not eat, we get hungry.
If we break rules, we get into trouble.
If we exercise, we stay healthy.

Every thing we do has a consequence. The Bible, our scripture for today, tells us
that God gives us the power (the strength) to do everything we need to do. Our job is to
do the things that are right.

End with a prayer: “We thank You, Loving God, that You are always there to
help in whatever we need to do. Amen.”
